This event will be run under British Riding Club Rules.

Event Format:

Competitors will ride a British Dressage dressage test. They will then have approximately 40 minutes to
return to lorry/trailer to change into CROSS COUNTRY kit (including approved riding hat, body protector
and completed Medical Armband).

Competitors will proceed to the Show Jumping, and on completion of this element, will proceed directly to
the cross country. There will be a warm up log en route. Cross Country phase will consist of approximately
12 cross country fences.

Tack will be checked at the dressage phase and again at the show jumping phase.

Declaration & Collection of Numbers:

Competitors will be required to pay £5 start fee upon collection of their number (KKRC members exempt).
All hats and body protectors will be checked on collection of number. Please note hats with fixed peaks are
not permitted on the show jumping and cross country phase. Medical Armbands MUST be worn for the show
jumping and cross country phase.

Hats:

All hats must have a 3 point harness. Please note hats with fixed peaks are not permitted on the show
jumping and cross country phase.

Permitted hats: PASO15:1998; ASTM F1163; BSEN14572:2005
Hats should also carry the Kitemark , SEI or QUAS, SNELL E2001; ASTM 95; SNZ3838 1998
